  tool	
  lets	
  you	
  
markup	
  the	
  pages	
  (drawing,	
  adding	
  photos,	
  external	
  content,	
  voice	
  recording),	
  
create	
  flashcards,	
  take	
  notes,	
  self-­‐quizzes.	
  Once	
  you	
  markup	
  your	
  version,	
  you	
  can	
  
share	
  your	
  version.	
  
	
  
Looking	
  ahead,	
  it	
  doesn’t	
  seem	
  like	
  it	
  would	
  be	
  too	
  hard	
  to	
  have	
  an	
  Apple	
  system	
  
and	
  an	
  Android	
  system	
  both	
  in	
  the	
  podium	
  and	
  allowing	
  instructors	
  to	
  choose.	
  It’s	
  
feasible	
  to	
  support,	
  but	
  have	
  more	
  expense.	
  May	
  have	
  to	
  buy	
  new	
  switching	
  devices	
  
in	
  legacy	
  rooms	
  to	
  support	
  HDMI.	
  	
  
	
  
We	
  need	
  a	
  donation	
  from	
  Apple	
  to	
  get	
  the	
  equipment	
  and	
  infrastructure!	
  (But	
  they	
  
don’t	
  do	
  that!)	
  
	
  
The	
  major	
  work	
  would	
  be	
  to	
  configure	
  the	
  network	
  and	
  infrastructure.	
  In	
  places	
  
where	
  the	
  infrastructure	
  already	
  exists,	
  then	
  networking	
  needs	
  to	
  be	
  set	
  up.
